5. Membership BJulia Hale Bunable to atend tonight, butsubmitted the following report: Next
yearOslues will remain & $10.00 r family. Membership drive will commence on 7
September and run unil the 14th of October. And, we need volunteers to become Block
Captains (BC) for the next membership year. The BC is the only interface many have with
the assodation and ery vital to the success of our orgaization.

Old Busness:

1. Rolling Roa BTherewill benoVirginia Depatment of Trangportation (VDOT) survey
concerning parking lanes for the 57 hones tha face Rolling Roal. Thealternaive would be
wider parking gorons however planning hes proceeded with paking lanes. Expect VDOT to
hod acommunity meeting © discuss thar new plansto widen Rolling Road to 4 lanes with
left turnlanes, araised median, 80 ping lanes on boh sdes and the posibility of an
additioral 50 Wing lane on boh ddes.

2. Survey truck spotted operating in neighbahood®dVDOT point of contact Mrs. Jan Vaughan
is checking onit, butsuspectsthat it is related to the plan development of the bigge Rolling
Roa progct.

3. Traffic Lightat Barnack Drive and Rolling Road BMay beingdalled at end of simmer if the
Federal Highway Administration releases money. Offi cially the money for the sgnd does
not become availableto VDOT unil October, butVDOT are doing everything tha they can
to expedite the design of the project, induding borowing fundsfrom other sources to do he
design.

VDOT needs pemission fromFHWA to let VDOTOsongruction forces build the project
with federal funds Mrs. Vaughan is hopdul that it can becondructed late this summer, butif
oneof many hurdks does notgo well, we will have to advertise the project for contractor
bids and it then wouldnObeingalled unil next spring. VDOT reports that Delegae Albo is
asking @outit regularly and even ourSupervisor McConnél has suppored @orrowing®
fundsfrom the bigge Rdling Raad project, 0 it on everyoneOsadar.

VDOT does notthink it would beappraopriate for usto lobby FHWA. They have a sandad
process to follow and they are dways reasonable. VDOT has to provide a cos-benefit
andysis to show why we want to use our gate forces for congruction. FHWA does not
beieve tha gates should bein the condruction busness and they want their dollarsto go
congruction firms through he bidding pracess tha includes agaal for Disadvantaged
Busnesses, €c.

4. Cdl PhoneTower DAT&T and Bell South were withholding money and equipment, but
yesterday | received the following from CingularOsawyer: GGood navs. Cingular's
condruction manager tells me she expects funding for equipment indallationto bereleased
in aweek or  with work to begin shortly thereafter. Snce the heavy duty work is dready
done(the monopde is up), | dont expect any sriousdisruptions There will be coordinaion
with the swim dub. | dont know if T-Mobile is opeational butwill try to find out I'm
comfortable with saying tha the Cingular should beopeaationd on orabout Labor Day. |
will make it a pointto gd updates from Cingular every two weeks and regpott to youon the
status. You and the community are deserving of tis information O



5. BRAC /Draft Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) DOur assodation submitted comments
concerningthedraft EIS. We are waiting to receive the final EIS. Good nevsis that the
northern interchange (Fairfax County Parkway and Roling Rad) is now identified on the
County Conprehengve Plan, thougha study is needed. A second pubic-comment period of
30 days will commence on pubication ofthefind EIS in une2007.

3. Contact let for RR Median Maintenance with Image Works ImagewWorksasked for a
contract amendment to grant them the ability to add a fuel charge dueto the current fud prices.
Theamendment was accepted by yourboad of directors we expect extra billing forfuel in the
amountof $3D$5.00 pe month this summer.

4. New AAA Trash Fixed Price Agreement BWe should expect an increase due to highe fud
cogs and the cog to use the CourtyOsollectionspoints. Assodation members and Village
residentswill be entitled to ourassodiationOsiegotiated group rae that will be effective from
July 2007 for oneyear. The price has notyet been st, butwe anticipate it will be about $1 pe
month morethan the current rates.

5. VDOT reports tha fines will increase for gpeeding dong Hunter Village Drive. The Daventry
neighborhood ssodation had tried to ge VDOT to ingall speed humps butfailed. Supeavisor
Elaine McConnel suppored increased fines withouta publc hearing. Irncreased geading fines
will soon ke effect on Hunter Village Drive.

Your boad of directors will now aso submit complaints agang homeowners or tenants who
violate County Code This does notrdieve aggrieved paties from also submitting your
complaint directly to Couny, bu hopdully the voice of theassocdiation will add weight.
Residents are encouraged to first address your complaint with the naghbor n question, butif
doesnOtvork you and the boad of directors (john.tcooley@verizon.ret) should filea
complaint with the courty.

d. Powered Scooters. A question was asked whether powered scoaters are legd to opeate
on the streets of our vilage. Theanswer isno. To emphasize this point, the following text is
copied froma Fairfax Courty Police Department brachure

QAre dectric-poweed notorcycles, scooters, or podet bikes lega to
opeaate on he highway?

No! Under Virginia law, electric-powered scooters are designated
as full size motorcycles. To operate one, you need a driver’s
license, insurance, and a vehicle safety inspection—just as you
would for a motorcycle. You may only operate them on private
property with the permission of the property owner.

Can ny 10 year old on opeate a notorized scooter on the sdewalk?

No! The child may only operate a motorized scooter on private
property.

Whatwill hapgen if | amstopped by an oficer and | amnotthe proper
age(16) orl donOhawe the prope safety equipment?

The officer may cite the violator for a traffic infraction and impound
the bike or scooter.”

e. Proposd eed Limit for thewidened Rdling Roal. The current plan for the widened
Rolling Roal has a speed limit of 45 nph. The assodationOpostionis tha thisistoo high,
because Rolling Roal is aresidential street with driveways conrected directly to it; Rolling



Roal should notbe congdered an atery highway. The president urged residents to attend
public hearings when they are held, to express their opinion onthisissue.
